Dear respected brothers,

Indeed praise is to Allah(SWT), we praise Him, we seek His assistance, and we seek His forgiveness. We seek refuge in Him from the evil of our souls and our misdeeds. He who Allah(SWT) guides can not be lead astray, and there can be no guide to whoever He leads astray. 
O Muslims, Allah(SWT) has addressed brotherhood in all places in the Quran collectively, never in the singular form. This is because Islam is the religion of collection and cooperation. Indeed, love and affection constitute the foundation upon which Muslims group, not just on the intellectual level but equally so on the emotional level. That’s why Allah(SWT) said in the ‘Qudsi Hadith’: “My love is incumbent upon those who love one another for my sake, those who exchange visits for my sake, those who sit with one another for my sake, and those who put themselves in the service of one another for my sake”. It is the loyalty of those who love one another not for worldly benefits but only in the cause of Allah(SWT). Those are the ones upon whom Allah(SWT)'s love is incumbent.

The Messenger explained that, love for the sake of Allah(SWT) is one of the three fruits of faith: “Whoever attains three qualities can taste the sweetness of faith”, one of which is to love solely for the cause of Allah(SWT). A bounty worthy of mention in Quran “And remember with gratitude Allah(SWT)’s favor on you, for you were enemies and He joined your hearts in love, so that by His grace you became brothers” (Quran 3:103). In another verse He addresses His Messenger: “… He it is Who has supported you with His Help and with the believers.  And He has united their hearts. If you had spent all that is in the earth, you could not have united their hearts, but Allah(SWT) has united them. Certainly He is All-Mighty, All-Wise.” (Quran 8:62-63). It was also narrated in the “Hadith of the Seven”: “Who will be sheltered under the shadow of Allah(SWT) on the Day when there is no shelter but His: one category of whom, is, two men who love one another for the sake of Allah(SWT), only for His sake they meet and disperse.

The fruits of this love in the cause of Allah(SWT) are particularly needed in a society as materialistic as the one we live in, where relationships are mostly founded on worldly concerns and interests. The most prominent among these fruits is the establishment of an atmosphere of bonding which protects the Muslim individual from being lost. An atmosphere which enables the Muslim to lead an Islamic life which satisfies his emotional and spiritual needs in a healthy way.

As such, Islam strives to protect the believers’ brotherhood from disturbance. Imam Muslim, by way of Abu Huraira, related that the Messenger, peace be upon him, said:
“Do not envy one another, do not deceive one another, do not hate one another, do not estrange one another. Do not unfairly compete in trade. Be, O servants of Allah(SWT), brothers. A Muslim is the brother of another muslim: he does not inflict injustice upon him, he does not let him down, he does not lie to him, and he does not belittle him. Piety is in the heart. It is enough evil for a Muslim to scorn his Muslim brother. All that which belongs to a Muslim is forbidden: his blood, possessions, and honor”.
This ‘Hadith’ provides a complete guide for the Muslim society

At a time when the Muslims were really in poverty, a man went to the Prophet (peace be upon him) and said, “O Messenger of Allah(SWT)! Indeed, I am extremely hungry.” The Prophet (peace be upon him) sent a message to one of his wives, asking “Do you have any food with you?” She sent a reply: “No! By the One Who has sent you with the Truth, all I have with me is water.”
Then he (peace be upon him) said to his companions: “Who will be a host tonight, may Allah(SWT) have mercy on him!” A man from amongst the Ansar (the Helpers of Madinah) called Abu Talha, stood and said, “O Messenger of Allah(SWT), I will be the Host tonight.”

Abu Talha went to his house and asked his wife, “Do you have any food at home?” She said, “All I have with me is a little food for our children.” He said, “Give them some excuses and then try to make them go to sleep! And when our guest comes, make him think we are also eating with him as he puts his hands forward to eat. Then go to the lamp and pretend that you are fixing it, but instead put it out. And give him the impression that we are also eating, so that, our guest eats and fills himself.”

She did what her husband asked her to do: she made her children sleep hungry, she served  the guest, then she stood to turn the lamp off –but she was giving the impression of simply adjusting the lamp. 
They sat idle as the guest ate. The guest didn’t even realise that he ate the whole meal by himself. He thought they also had part of it.

The next morning as Abu Talha approached the Prophet, Allah(SWT)’s Messenger said to him, “Last night Allah(SWT) was pleased with your action.” Then the following verse was revealed: 

“And those who before them, had homes (in Al-Madinah)  and had adopted the faith,
· love those who immigrate to them, 
· and have no jealousy in their hearts for that which they have been given  
· and give them (the immigrants) preference over themselves even though they were in need of that 
· and whosoever is saved from his own covetousness, 
· such are they who will be the successful.” (Qur'an 59 verse 9)
In the same vein the Messenger said: “The believers are like a single body, if one part falls in illness the whole body is affected”. He also said: “The believer is like a mirror to other believers (in truthfulness). The believer is a brother to another believer, he safeguards his property and he watches over his back”. He also said: “You will not have faith until you wish for your brother which you desire for yourself”
