Indeed praise is to Allah, we praise Him, we seek His assistance, and we seek His forgiveness. We seek refuge in Him from the evil of our souls and our misdeeds. He who Allah guides can not be lead astray, and there can be no guide to whoever He leads astray. 

Dear respected brothers!

Ubudiyya mainly means fulfilling God’s commands in one’s daily life, fulfilling the obligations of being His servant, and being aware of these. 

In the Qur'an Allah (s.w.) says:

I created the jinn and humankind only that they might worship Me.
This is the message of every prophet: We sent Noah to his people. He said:”O my people! Worship Allah! You have no other God but Him”. (Al Araf 59)

Hud, Salih, Shuayb and the other prophets transmitted the same message to their people. 

Allah (s.w) mentions this truth in many verses in the holy Qur'an

In the surah Al Anbiya He says: Not a messenger/ did We send before you  without this inspiration sent by Us to him: that there is no god but I; therefore worship and serve Me. (Al Anbiyya 25)

Surely! this, your religion, is one religion, and I am your Lord, so worship Me. (Al Anbiyya 92)

And in another verse:
Say: "O People of the Book! come to common terms as between us and you: That we worship none but Allah; that we associate no partners with him; that we erect not, from among ourselves, Lords and patrons other than Allah." If then they turn back, say : "Bear witness /that /we are Muslims. Ali Imran 64

Narated from Muaz ibnu Cebel (RA); “I asked the Prophet (SAV), ‘ Tell me something which will take me closer to Allah” He replied, “You asked an important question, What you asked/ is easy for people/ for whom Allah makes this easy. You turn yourself to Allah, you do not have any partners to Him, You pray to Him, You give alms(sadaka), You fast in Ramazan, You do your Hajj” Then he continued “ Do you want me to show you the doors of these?” I replied yes. Then he said, “Fasting keeps you away from hell. Giving alms erase your mistakes, like water disappears fire. The prayers that you have /make you special. Then he recited the verse; “Their sides readily forsake their beds, in order to worship their Lord, out of reverence and hope, and from our prov`isions to them they give.” (Qur’an 32/16)”

Then he said, “Do you want to learn the beginning, pillar and the top of religion” I said "Yes ya resulallah." He said, “Begging/ is Islam, its pillar is prayer /and its top is/ struggle. Then he said, "Do you want me to tell you the action which completes all these?” Then I said “Yes the prophet of Allah” He pointed his tongue and said, “Control this. Things that keep people away from Allah/ come from their tongues.”

In suratul Fath, Allah(s.w.) says "That Allâh may forgive you /your sins

of the past and the future, and complete His Favour on you, and guide you on the

Straight Path;"

In the tafsir of this verse, addressing the servanthood of the prophet Mohammed

(SAV), Hz. Aisha narrates this hadith " at nights, Prophet Mohammed (SAV) was performing salah until his feet were swollen, then I asked him:

"YA Rasullahah, has Allah (CC) not forgiven your sins of the past and the future? He

replied "Ya Aisha! Shall I not be a grateful servant to my lord?"
When his feet were swollen and he was too tired to keep standing, he was sitting, yet still praying. 
To bow in ruku, he was rising up, bowing in ruku and then sitting back again.
Dear Brothers,

As Muslims, we should think for a while and try to understand why Prophet

Mohammed (SAV), whose sins of the past and the future were forgiven, was praying all

night. We may ask a simple question to ourselves:"Are we better Muslims than him

that we do not need to praise Allah (s.w.) as much as he did? Are we better Muslims than him that we miss our daily prayers while he was praying all night? Are we better Muslims than him that we are proud of our deeds and find our prayers sufficient while he was praying until he was unable to keep standing?"
May Allah  accommodate us with a conscious of a better servanthood...
