Khutbah – Standing Against the Misuse of Religion
Brothers and sisters,
 Among the most painful realities of our time is the misuse of religion for worldly purposes. Throughout history, faith was meant to purify hearts and connect people to Allah subḥānahu wa taʿālā, but today it is often distorted to gain influence, power, or wealth. When divine guidance is turned into a means of manipulation, the result is both spiritual corruption and societal decay.
Allah subḥānahu wa taʿālā cautions us: ﴿وَلَا تَشْتَرُوا بِآيَاتِ اللَّهِ ثَمَنًا قَلِيلًا﴾ “Do not sell the verses of Allah for a small price.” (al-Baqarah 2:41).

 This verse reminds us that religion is never to be used as currency for worldly advantage. Its verses are sacred trusts, not tools for control or profit. When faith is commercialized or politicized, it loses its fragrance and becomes a weapon in the hands of the unjust.
Those who exploit religion may appear outwardly pious—quoting scripture, using religious language, and wearing the garments of faith—but their hearts chase after worldly thrones. They present themselves as defenders of Islam while violating its core values of mercy, justice, and humility. As Rasūlullāh ṣallallāhu ʿalayhi wa sallam warned: ﴿إِنَّ أَخْوَفَ مَا أَخَافُ عَلَى أُمَّتِي الْأَئِمَّةَ الْمُضِلُّونَ﴾ “The thing I fear most for my Ummah is corrupt leaders who misguide.” (Tirmidhī).

Brothers and sisters,
 The danger of such hypocrisy is not only that it deceives the masses, but that it makes hearts cold toward faith itself. When people witness lies, injustice, and cruelty performed in the name of Islam, some begin to lose trust not only in the individuals responsible but in religion as a whole. This is among the most severe harms — for it poisons the image of Islam before the eyes of humanity.
As those who strive to serve Allah sincerely, our duty is to respond with integrity, not anger; with steadfastness, not despair. We must show through our lives that Islam is still the religion of truth, mercy, and fairness. Our path is not political — it is moral and spiritual. The people of Hizmet are called not to retaliate, but to reflect the prophetic character through wisdom, forgiveness, and service.
Allah subḥānahu wa taʿālā assures us: ﴿إِنَّ اللَّهَ لَا يُصْلِحُ عَمَلَ الْمُفْسِدِينَ﴾ “Indeed, Allah does not allow the deeds of the corrupt to prosper.” (Yūnus 10:81).
 The rise of falsehood is never permanent. It shines briefly like a spark and then fades. But the light of truth endures, because it comes from Allah. Every injustice has its end; every oppressor meets their fall. History bears witness that those who used religion for their greed left only disgrace behind them.

Dear brothers and sisters,
 In such times, our test is not to join the noise of hatred, but to remain on the straight path — the path of sincerity and patience. We cannot control how others behave, but we can choose to be mirrors of the Prophet’s mercy and servants of truth. When the world darkens with falsehood, one sincere heart can shine brighter than a thousand torches.
So let us protect our faith from corruption and our intentions from hypocrisy. Let us teach by example, guide with compassion, and represent the beauty of Islam through our actions. For Allah’s help is near to those who remain steadfast.
O Allah, purify our hearts from arrogance and deceit, protect us from leaders who misguide, and let us be among those who defend Your religion through honesty, humility, and love. Make us witnesses of truth and light in every dark age. Āmīn.



Aziz kardeşlerim,
 Zamanımızın en büyük fitnelerinden biri, dinin çıkar uğruna istismar edilmesidir. Allah Teâlâ buyuruyor: ﴿وَلَا تَشْتَرُوا بِآيَاتِ اللَّهِ ثَمَنًا قَلِيلًا﴾ “Allah’ın âyetlerini az bir menfaate satmayın.” (Bakara 2:41).

Bazı kimseler dindar görünse de dini, makam ve menfaat uğruna kullanıyor. Bu tavır, insanları dinden soğutuyor, adalet ve merhamet anlayışını zedeliyor. Rasūlullāh ṣallallāhu ʿalayhi wa sallam şöyle buyurmuştur: ﴿إِنَّ أَخْوَفَ مَا أَخَافُ عَلَى أُمَّتِي الْأَئِمَّةَ الْمُضِلُّونَ﴾ “Ümmetim için en çok korktuğum şey, insanları saptıran önderlerdir.” (Tirmizî).

Gerçek dindarlık, adaletle, tevazu ile ve rahmetle yaşanır. Dini menfaate alet edenler geçicidir; fakat hakikat bakîdir. Allah Teâlâ buyurur: ﴿إِنَّ اللَّهَ لَا يُصْلِحُ عَمَلَ الْمُفْسِدِينَ﴾ “Allah bozguncuların işini düzeltmez.” (Yûnus 10:81).
Bu dönemde bize düşen, ümitsizliğe kapılmadan istikameti korumaktır. Nefretle değil, merhametle; öfkeyle değil, hikmetle hareket etmeliyiz. Çünkü hak, her zaman galip gelir.

Allah bizleri riyadan, gösterişten ve haksızlıktan uzak eylesin. Kalplerimizi samimiyetle doldursun, hizmet yolunda istikamet ve sebat ihsan eylesin. Bizleri Rasūlullāh ṣallallāhu ʿalayhi wa sallam’ın yolundan ayırmasın. Âmîn.
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
